7:15 PM	Discussion – Land Conservation Projects
7:30 PM	Request for Determination – David & Iris Berkman for construction of a porch addition within the buffer zone of an isolated wetland at 58 Woodlot Rd (Map 21A, Parcel 170). 
David Berkman presented the project. They are planning to install a porch on three concrete footings. There is an isolated wetland between the house and the road. 

Phil Pedit, abutter, provided a history of the area and stated they have flooding in their yard as a result of the building nearby. 

Boice moved and Allen seconded. Commission VOTED (5-0-0) to close the public meeting and issue a Negative Determination #3, only condition to install erosion control between the work area and the wetland boundary. 

7:45 PM	Request for Determination – Book & Plow Farm for pumping water from the Fort River for crop irrigation at 173 Mill Lane (Map 17C, Parcels 19 & 1-14).  
Farmer Pete presented the project. They would like to draw irrigation water from the Fort River, they would use a collapsible hose that can go across Mill Lane. He stated Wm Levine at Amethyst Brook Conservation Area draws irrigation water from the Amethyst Brook currently with no flow restriction. The Commission requested more information on volume needed, flow rate, flow data on the Fort River, etc. Willson to research similar projects through MACC.
Britt moved and Boice seconded. Commission VOTED (5-0-0) to continue the public meeting to July 24, 2013 at 7:30pm.

8:15 PM	Request for Determination (cont’d from 6/26 mtg) – Bernard Mikelis for determination of wetland resource area boundaries on Leverett Rd (Map 3C, Parcel 108).  
Robert Stover presented the project. He provided wetland delineation data sheets.

Britt moved and Allen seconded. Commission VOTED (5-0-0) to issue a Positive Determination #1 & 2A for the delineation.
